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Guidelines for Sacramental Preparation

Eucharist and Reconciliation

Children in second grade may celebrate the sacraments of 
           Reconciliation and Eucharist for the first time. 

It is expected that students will participate in the religious education program
          or Catholic school classes in grade one and two to be a candidate for reception 
          of First Eucharist and Reconciliation

Students moving from another parish need to present a letter stating involvement             
           in classes in the previous parish.

Confirmation

Students who choose to be confirmed at Sacred Heart Parish are expected to be 
part of the religious education program or Catholic school from grade one through grade  
ten. If a student moves from another parish, she/he needs to have a letter from that 
parish stating his/her involvement in religious formation classes.

Students are expected to: 
*be involved in service project
*take part in a retreat
*Be part of the Confirmation classes
* Meet with their Confirmation sponsors

Class times:            Grades (1 - 9)    6:00 - 7:00 p.m. 
                             

Home Schooling:
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If the family chooses to home school their children, they must submit a written 

request to the Parish Board of Education stating their reasons for the request.

If a family is granted permission, the following requirements need to be met:

1.  Families are expected to take part in large group activities.
2.  Families are expected to pay the same fees and tuition as those in religious 

education classes.
3.  Families are expected to complete and turn in the materials quarterly and meet with 

the CRE.

Children in sacramental years must be in religious  
education classes.

Assigned Home Schooling 

According to the discipline policy, if students are dismissed a second time from the 
classroom, they will be assigned to home schooling. The requirements above will be 
followed.
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Tuition and Book Fees

Families need to be registered in the religious education 
program for the children to attend classes.

The tuition portion of the religious education classes helps defray the 
cost of catechist stipends, CRE salary, electricity, heat, and water, 
janitorial service, supplies for classrooms, in-services and other 
materials used in the operation of our program.

Remember the religious education program is subsidized by the 
parish. We need everyone to pay their tuition.

Note:

   If paying the tuition is a hardship for your family, this parish has 
some scholarship money available.

To qualify for scholarship: 
1. You must make a written application for tuition assistance. Forms 

are available in the religious education office.
2. You must meet with Father Baldwin and bring Current Income Tax 

Papers. All queries will be treated confidentially.
3. You must make an honest attempt to pay at least part of the tuition.
4. You must pay the materials fee.

Helping Victims of Sexual Abuse

The Archdiocese of Dubuque has established a program of pastoral assistance to 
people who believe they or those in their care have been sexually abused as minors by 
clergy or other Church personnel. This assistance will include help in informing civil and 
Church authorities. Victim Assistance coordinators are trained to facilitate access to 
appropriate professional mental health services, social service agencies and support 
groups and/or individuals who can provide spiritual care. Any individual desiring help 
from this program is invited to call toll free (800) 803-6758 or (866) 319-4636 to report 
an allegation or receive assistance. This program is part of the new “Policy for the 
Protection of Minors.”
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Discipline

Students are expected to act with respect and good behavior in classrooms. Parents/
guardians need to talk with your students about proper behavior and good manners in 
religious education classes. The policy that has been established concerning discipline 
follows:

1.  After the first incident of misbehavior, the CRE will schedule a conference with the 
student, catechist and her/his parents/guardians to determine what can be done to 
avoid any future problems and to clearly establish the consequences of any 
further misbehavior.

2.  After the second incident, the student will be placed in the home schooling 
program          for the remainder of the year. The student will be readmitted the 
following year if the student shows an ability to obey the rules.   

3.  If this happens during a sacramental year, it will be necessary for the parents/
guardians and the student to meet with the CRE individually to complete the 
preparation for the sacrament. 

Behaviors that will not be allowed in the classroom:
*being disrespectful to teacher
*disrupting the class
*fighting or behavior that endangers self or others
*language not reflecting Christian values, for example obscenity, profanity, 
insulting, or abusive language
*insults to the church, its teachings, its leaders, and those things it holds 

sacred
*vandalizing classroom and property

Harassment and bulling:  Teasing and pestering another person are not Christian 
behaviors and are not acceptable.

The following are some examples of harassment:
*name calling
*insults
*taking or damaging another’s belongings
*physically threatening behavior
*unkind comments
*pestering, pulling clothes or hair
*comments about someone’s body
